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The objective of this course is to provide students with the basic knowldedge of English linguistics. The topics of this course
include the history of English, cognitive linguistics, and language & culture. English is often referred to as a mere tool for
communication, but in this course we closely observe the tool itself, tryingto disclose a system embedded in it. At the end of the
course, students will have acquired a deeper understnading of the language and have been ready for more advanced study in and

after their third vear.
Students will listen to the lecture, as they fill in the blanks and answer the questions in the workbook. Then the lecturer will
encourage students to ask questions and make comments on what they have heard. The workbook will be provied at the

BEDEE beginning of the semester. There will be two reviews and one exam during the semester. It is vital to attend every class, as the
course deals with a variety of topics——one topic per gllass. Missing one class might imply missing one entire topic. One absence
will cost the student the possibility of winning the A"~ grade.
