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EBRAE You will study an academic subject (American Studies) and be responsible for learning, summarising, and
thinking critically about the content, all while using English. The textbook and the teacher will give you help in
understanding the content, and in developing your study. The course will cover topics that connect history to
current issues - e.g. the Bill of Rights and the modern questions of free speech and gun ownership, and the
history of immigration and diversity today. We will also look at popular stories, poems, songs, movies, news,
and advertising, to get a deeper understanding of life in the USA and the Americas. IMPORTANT: The level of
English is intermediate, so students should have already successfully completed American Studies | or British
Studies | in English if they hope to do well in this course.

participate in discussions, and to give group presentations.
